The Displacement Tracking Matrix (DTM) is an information management tool used by the CCCM Cluster to gather baseline
CAMP COORDINATION information on displaced populations and the conditions in the areas where they have temporarily settled. The DTM has been rolled
AND CAMP MANAGEMENT out in over 30 countries including Haiti, Pakistan, Mali, The Democratic Republic of Congo and the Philippines. DTM was first rolled
out in the Philippines in 2009 to support response efforts following Typhoon Ketsana.

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Background

Typhoon Haiyan hit the Philippines on the 8" of November 2013. It was one of the most powerful typhoons to
ever make landfall. Government estimates state that over 14 million people were affected by the typhoon
across 9 regions, 44 provinces and 574 municipalities. 1.1 million houses were damaged at the cost of 27

billion pesos and over 5,000 evacuation centers were activated in preparation for the typhoon.

Introduction

There will be two kinds of DTM narratives available to the CCCM Cluster and interested partners.
One summary issue will cover all the displacement sites of the whole Haiyan Emergency Response.

The individual hub DTM issues will present the details of the situation of the displacement sites
found in each hub.

Data for the March 3 summary and hub level issues were collected from February 24 — 26, 2014 and
covers the period of February 17 — 23, 2014. This period is the 15" week since Typhoon Haiyan
made landfall and swept through the Visayas region.

The data provided in the DTM issues focus on demographic data and three key indicators for each of
seven sectors namely CCCM, Shelter, Food, WASH, Health, Education, and Protection.

These issues are all available in the CCCM Philippines Website and can be downloaded by cluster
partners.

Trends for the Period

Consultation and Social Preparation Sessions are being conducted in the evacuation centers of the
Tacloban Hub for the transfers of the IDPs into the bunkhouse sites and almost 200 families were
moved into the IPI Bunkhouses in Tacloban City during this period.

Families from the evacuation centers were being encouraged to return to their places of origins if
they had shelter options there and this resulted in the closure of the Sagkahan National High School
EC in Tacloban City.

Families from different evacuation centers in the Tacloban Hub are also helping to clean the
bunkhouse sites.

Improvement of basic facilities continue with at least 14 improved shelters and 169 privacy
partitions completed in Tacloban Hub displacement sites during this period.

The CCCM cluster members in the Guiuan Hub continue to undertake mitigation and improvement
activities in the bunkhouses such as fixing leaking roofs, building kitchen areas and washing areas,
backfilling when necessary and covering rainwater catchment areas.

Bunkhouse upgrades continue in the Ormoc Hub as the transitional sites will also be opened and
occupied. Selection of beneficiaries with the participation of the CCCM cluster members is also on-

going.

There are a total of 61 displacement sites covered by this report the same number with the previous
report but with Sagkahan National High School Evacuation Center in Tacloban City closed and Roging
Ravidas Civic Center Tent City in Roxas Hub reopened due to IDPs returning to the site.

Tacloban Hub has 68% of the population or 2,689 families in 24 sites mostly composed of evacuation
centers and tent cities. Guiuan Hub has the most number of sites composed of 31 transitory sites

and 1 tent city, holding 27% of the total population or 1,076 families.

Transitional sites composed 57% of all displacement sites and have 38% of the population.

There are 3,953 families in the 61 displacement sites with a total of 17,763 individuals. There are a
total of 182 women who are pregnant and 494 who are breastfeeding. Also out of this population,
there are 87 persons with disabilities, and 31 identified with chronic illnesses. Out of 17,763

families, 364 are single headed families.

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Only 11 sites or 18% reported having supplementary feeding for children done in their sites. 98% (60
sites) said they did not have supplementary feeding for lactating mothers. Malnutrition screening
was done for 7 displacement sites (11%).

31 sites or 51% had On-Site water sources while the remaining 30 sites had Off-Site water sources.
There are 64% (39 sites) that have a latrine to person ratio of 1:20 or less. 31 sites or 51% of the sites

said they do not have drainage problems in their areas.

There are 15 sites or 25% who say health services are being provided on site while 12 sites or 20%
say that psychosocial services are available at their sites. There are 24 sites or 39% who say that
health referral systems are in place in their site.

All sites say that their children are able to go to school while only 10 sites or 16% say that informal
education activities are being conducted at their sites. Only 10 sites or 16% of all sites have
temporary learning spaces.

There are 22 sites or 36% who say that there is 24-hour security in their displacement site. Only 11
sites or 18% have women friendly spaces. Only 13 sites or 21% have child friendly spaces.
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Conclusions

The information for this DTM issue comes from the 15" week after the disaster event and among
the priorities of the CCCM Cluster are the following basic concerns and services:

Site Management Concerns
1. Continue to work towards making sure that all displacement sites are covered with camp
management services by DSWD or the LGU where the site is located.
2. Continue to ensure that Operations Centers are established in all displacement sites so that
there is a physical center where all inquiries and offers of assistance will be focused.
3. Monitor that information boards are present in all the sites so that visitors and donors can
immediately have a summary of the situation of the site.

Site Upgrade Concerns
1. WASH Concerns be given attention for all displacement sites
2. Continue assessments in all displacement sites so that needs for improvements of basic
facilities will be assigned to cluster members of the different sectors to answer.
3. Continue with Bunkhouse improvement activities so that all basic needs and requirement
are answered before IDPs are allowed to transfer.

Pyscho-Social Needs of Displacement Sites
1. Work to ensure that the 80 % of displacement sites without psychosocial services will be
given attention so that this need can be addressed.

Cluster Coordination and Cluster Meetings
1. Strengthening of the CCCM Clusters in all the hubs so that partners can meet regularly and
all concerns are addressed.

Tapping the DTM to Push the CCCM Cluster Forward

The DTM hopes to become a complete mfation source and effective monitoring tool for the
members of the CCCM Clusters who are in the frontlines and working to serve all the displacement
sites.

It wants to support the following key objectives of CCCM which include: providing trained |and
effedive camp managers; conducting vulnerability assessment among IDPs to seek out the most in
need of assistance particularly the landless; providing responsive Camp Care and Maintenance;
uplifting the outlooks of the IDPS with settlement planning and imglthem in the search for
durable solutions; and providing them with skills in disaster preparedness.
